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SEX ON WHEELS:
Bike Tour/Street Theater traces Sex-worker History

San Francisco is home to the most politically active community of sex workers in the world, having given rise to C.O.Y.O.T.E., the Sex Worker’s Outreach Project, The St. James Infirmary, and the Lusty Lady Co-op. Sex on Wheels is a bicycle tour that traces the cultural history of this community of gold-diggin’, ass-whuppin’, shit-startin’ sex workers, from the Gold Rush of 1848 to the present day.  

This year’s tour, co-presented by the Sex Worker’s Film Festival and the SF Bike Coalition, features live, costumed docents representing such characters as Chilean and Chinese prostitutes of the gold rush period, queer street youth activists from the 1960s, a hooker/female supremacist/would-be assassin, and the strippers of today’s Lusty Lady.  Think Colonial Williamsburg – but with whores!
